You can define all model elements in the Specification window.

MagicDraw shortcut menus, toolbars, and browser help ease the task of editing model elements.

Ybu can also edit model elements and symbol properties directly in the Properties tab, which is located at the bottom of the Model Browser.
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Specify properties of the selected Class in the properties spedfication table, Choose
the Expert or All options from the Properties drop-down list to see more properties.
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The Specification window is used to define UML model elements such as class, package, activity. Specification window is a non-modal window in which
you can edit model element property values and work with a model simultaneously.

To open the Specification window, do one of the following

® From the selected symbol shortcut menu, select Specification.
