
Communicating with evaluators through simulation console
You can communicate with a parametric evaluator directly through the command prompt, which is located in the lower part of the   panSimulation Console
e. You can click the arrow of the language selection drop-down list to the right of the command prompt and select a language you want. Once selected, the 
language will appear in the command prompt in the   pane. For example, if you select  , the language in the command prompt will change Console Matlab
from " " to " »" (see the following figure). » matlab

You can enter an expression or a command, which is written in the syntax of the language you selected, in the command prompt and press the   key Enter
on your keyboard to simulate it (see the following figure).
