Use Path Variables to Export a Concept Model to an OWL

When you export a «Concept Model» stereotyped package, you must have the 'Always prompt for a file destination when exporting OWL' set to true.
Please refer to Setting destination for the OWL export folder to see how to enable this option. This new support allows you to collaborate your projects with
other team members without having to keep in mind the exact destination of the file.

To use a path variable to export the concept model to OWL

1. In the containment tree, find the Concept Model package you want to export, and right-click on it.
. Select Concept Modeling > Export Model to OWL. You will be prompted to select a folder from your directory.
Select the desired location and click OK. The Use Path Variables dialog opens.
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4. Do one of the following:
® Click Use Selected to show the form highlighted in purple.
