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Creating a glossary table
In a concept model, a glossary table contains the names and descriptions of classes, association ends, attributes, enumerations, and enumeration literals 
that are defined in the concept model.

To create a glossary table

Right-click on the owning package.

Select > (see the figure below).Concept Modeling  Create Glossary Table 

The Concept Modeler's Create Glossary Table menu.

At least one glossary generation project option must be enabled. If all of the options are turned off, the  menu option will be Create Glossary Table
disabled.

The glossary creation menu is disabled.
