Calling a specific operation

You can use the following APIs to call an operation

obj ect call Operation(String nane)

obj ect call Qperation(String nane, List<?> argunents)

obj ect cal | Operation(Object_ object, String name)

obj ect call Operation(Object_ object, String nanme, List<?> argunents)

obj ect cal |l Operation(Object_ object, String name, List<?> argunments, bool ean i sSynchronous)

If the object is omitted then context (self) is used automatically.

The following example shows how to call a specified operation in ALH API by passing the operation's name

value = ALH. call Operation("test");

You can also give initial parameter values in which the arguments lists must be created by executing the following code

argunents = ALH. createlList();

argunent s. add("val uel");

argunent s. add("val ue2");

val ue = ALH. cal | Operation("test", argunents);

If a found Behavior value is null or an argument's size is not equal to the in or inout parameter's size of the found Behavior, an lllegalArgumentException
will be thrown.
