Related Opens the dialog for defining options to search for specified usages or dependencies of the selected element.

Refactor Converts or replaces the selected element to an element indicated by the user.

Tools Opens a list of tools that are available for the selected element.

Up (Ctrl+Up | Moves selected rows (either grouped or non-grouped) up. The command is available on the shortcut menu of one or more rows.

Down Moves selected rows (either grouped or non-grouped) down. The command is available on the shortcut menu of one or more rows.
(Ctrl+Down
Arrow)

Left Moves selected columns (either grouped or non-grouped) left. The command is available on the shortcut menu of one or more columns.
(Ctrl+Left
Arrow)

Right Moves selected columns (either grouped or non-grouped) right. The command is available on the shortcut menu of one or more

Sort Order Point to the command and select the order for sorting rows or columns. It can be either Ascending or Descending. Selecting Custom
does not affect the order of rows/columns. The Custom order is automatically selected after shifting at least one row or column to from
one place to another.

The sort order persists after changing the row or column owner's display mode, which can be defined by the Row Owner Display Mode
or Column Owner Display Mode property in the matrix Specification window.

Remove Removes the selected element from the matrix.

Delete Deletes the selected element from both the matrix and the model.
