Name Description

Text to display 
box

Shows the text that will be displayed as a hyperlink. If you select the text before opening this dialog, you will see that text in this box. 
If you change the displayed text in this box, it will be changed in the HTML text field too. If this field is empty, you can type a text and 
it will be added in the HTML text.

It is available only when adding a hyperlink in the text.
