 option in the  dialog.definitions in the Natural Language Glossary Project Options

To enable the  optionInclude property definitions in the Natural Language Glossary

From the main menu, select  > . The  dialog opens.Options Project  Project Options
In the tree structure on the left, expand  and select .General Concept Modeling
At the  option, select the check box to set it .Include property definitions in the Natural Language Glossary true

Click .OK

After you generate a report from the project that you have set the  option, the property Include property definitions in the Natural Language Glossary
definitions are listed in the generated Natural Language Glossary report, apart from Class definitions.



The property definitions are displayed when the 'Include property definitions' in the Natural Language Glossary option is set.

Otherwise, the Natural Language Glossary will look like the following figure. Notice the lack of the " "Properties:

 

The property definitions are not displayed when the 'Include property definitions' in the Natural Language Glossary option is not set.
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
